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TWENTY-EIGHTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME ‘B'— OCTOBER 13TH 2024
"GOOD TEACHER, WHAT MUST | DO TO INHERIT ETERNAL LIFE?"

In today’s Gospel, an unnamed man approaches Jesus and
inquires about what he must do to inherit eternal life.
Jesus  replies that one must follow the
commandments of the Law of Moses. The man &
acknowledges that he has observed all of these since his |

childhood. Jesus then says that only one thing is lacking:
he must give his possessions to the poor and follow Jesus.
The man leaves in sadness, and Mark tells us that this is |
because he had many possessions.

The belief in resurrection and eternal life was a relatively ¥
recent development in Jewish thought at Jesus’ time, and
it wasn’t shared by everyone. The Pharisees taught that
there would be a resurrection from the dead; the Saddu- :
cees did not share this belief. Jesus taught that there |

would be a final judgment for everyone and eternal life |}
(the Kingdom of God) for believers.

Jesus makes two requirements of the wealthy man who approaches him. First, he must give up his possessions.
Throughout history, some Christians have taken this literally. Their example witnesses to us a radical
commitment to the Gospel of Jesus. Some have read this as a particular requirement directed to this specific
individual. Still others have sought to explain the meaning intended by the word possessions as those things that
prevent one from following Jesus. Christians have generally understood that at the least, following Jesus requires
that believers hold material possessions loosely and remain vigilant against seeking security in accumulating
possessions.

The second requirement Jesus makes of this man is the invitation that Jesus extends to all would-be disciples:
“follow me.” Jesus very much wants this man to be his disciple. We believe that the Christian faith is one in which
each believer is in a personal relationship with Jesus. Just as this Gospel tells us that Jesus loves the man and is sad
when he departs, so too, Jesus loves us and is saddened when we are unable to follow him.

We see in this Gospel reading another example of Mark’s pattern, which shows Jesus offering further elaboration
about his message and meaning to his disciples. To his disciples, Jesus laments the challenges faced by those who
are rich in following him and entering the Kingdom of God. In reply to the disciples’ astonishment at the strictness
of the standard that Jesus speaks about today, Jesus reminds his disciples that nothing is impossible with God.
Salvation is determined by our ability to rely completely upon God. Loyola Press

‘MAESTRO BUENO, éQUE DEBO HACER PARA ALCANZAR LA VIDA ETERNA?”

En el Evangelio de hoy, un hombre an6nimo se acerca a Jesus y le pregunta qué debe hacer para heredar la vida eterna.
Jests le responde que hay que seguir los mandamientos de la Ley de Moisés. El hombre reconoce que los ha observado
todos desde su infancia. Jesus le dice que s6lo le falta una cosa: dar sus bienes a los pobres y seguir a Jesus. El hombre se
va triste y Marcos nos dice que es porque tenia muchas posesiones.

La creencia en la resurreccion y la vida eterna era un desarrollo relativamente reciente en el pensamiento judio en la
época de Jestis y no era compartida por todos. Los fariseos ensefiaban que habria una resurreccion de entre los muertos;
los saduceos no compartian esta creencia. Jesus ensefio que habria un juicio final para todos y la vida eterna (el Reino de
Dios) para los creyentes.

Jests le exige dos cosas al hombre rico que se acerca a €l. Primero, debe renunciar a sus posesiones. A lo largo de la
historia, algunos cristianos han tomado esto literalmente. Su ejemplo nos da testimonio de un compromiso radical con el
Evangelio de Jesus. Algunos han leido esto como un requerimiento particular dirigido a este individuo especifico. Otros
han tratado de explicar el significado que se pretende dar a la palabra posesiones como aquellas cosas que impiden que
uno siga a Jesus. Los cristianos generalmente han entendido que, como minimo, seguir a Jesus requiere que los creyentes
se aferren a las posesiones materiales con ligereza y permanezcan alertas para no buscar seguridad en la acumulacion de
posesiones.

El segundo requerimiento que Jesus le hace a este hombre es la invitacion que extiende a todos los que quieren ser
discipulos: “sigueme”. Jesus desea mucho que este hombre sea su discipulo. Creemos que la fe cristiana es una en la que
cada creyente tiene una relacion personal con Jesus. Asi como este Evangelio nos dice que Jestis ama al hombre y se
entristece cuando se va, asi también Jestis nos ama y se entristece cuando no podemos seguirlo.

Vemos en la lectura de este Evangelio otro ejemplo del patrén de Marcos, que muestra a Jesus ofreciendo mas detalles
sobre su mensaje y significado a sus discipulos. A sus discipulos, Jesus lamenta los desafios que enfrentan aquellos que
son ricos para seguirlo y entrar en el Reino de Dios. Ante el asombro de los discipulos por la severidad de la norma de la
que habla Jests hoy, Jesus les recuerda que nada es imposible para Dios. La salvacion estd determinada por nuestra
capacidad de confiar completamente en Dios. Pedro responde a Jesus jactandose de que los discipulos ya han dejado
todo. Jesus reconoce que quienes han dejado todo por el Evangelio serdn recompensados. Esta recompensa comienza
ahora, en la nueva comunidad que se ganara en esta vida, y continuara en la era eterna que vendra. Nuestra relacion
personal con Jesus es también una invitacion a la comunidad de fe, la Iglesia.

The thought that he could join in symphonic union with all creation to praise
God so overwhelmed the humble man, that he wrote the following prayer, which is still
cherished today—eight hundred years after his passing: The Canticle of Creation
