THIRD SUNDAY OF ADVENT-DEC. 15TH, 2024
‘REJOICE IN THE LORD ALWAYS”

In today's Gospel reading, the crowds ask John the Baptist for
specifics. What evidence of repentance is required? John replies
by naming concrete actions: crowds should share their food and
cloaks; tax collectors should be just; soldiers should act fairly.
The concern for justice is a hallmark of Luke's Gospel.

When the crowd begins to wonder if John the Baptist might be
the Messiah, John interprets his baptism and makes it clear that
his ministry is in preparation for the Messiah. John the Baptist :
knows his place and role in God's plan of salvation. By [EEVTSZIENINEREIRITE LYY :ITTITNN]
encouraging the crowd to act similarly in accordance with their SREICCRg

stations in life, John's teaching suggests that each person has a role to play in God's salvation. It is the
great mystery of our salvation that God permits and even asks for human cooperation in his divine
plans.

The third Sunday of Advent is also called Gaudete Sunday. Gaudete is a Latin word that means “rejoice.’
This name is taken from the entrance antiphon for Sunday's Mass, which is also echoed in today's
second reading from the Paul's letter to the Philippians. Some people mark this Sunday by lighting a
pink candle instead of a purple one on their Advent wreath. It is a reminder that the Advent season is a
season of joy because our salvation is already at hand.

Juan responde nombrando acciones
concretas: las multitudes deberian compartir su comida y sus mantos; los
recaudadores de impuestos deben ser justos; Los soldados deben actuar de manera
justa. La preocupacion por la justicia es un sello distintivo del evangelio de Lucas.

Cuando la multitud comienza a preguntarse si Juan el Bautista podria ser el Mesias,

Juan interpreta su bautismo y deja claro que su ministerio es una preparacion para el Mesias. Juan el
Bautista conoce su lugar y papel en el plan de salvacién de Dios. Al alentar a la multitud a actuar de
manera similar de acuerdo con su posicion en la vida, la ensefianza de Juan sugiere que cada persona
tiene un papel que desempeiiar en la salvacion de Dios. Es el gran misterio de nuestra salvacion que
Dios permite e incluso pide la cooperacion humana en sus planes divinos.

El tercer domingo de Adviento también se llama Domingo de Gaudete. Gaudete es una palabra latina
que significa "alegrarse". Este nombre estd tomado de la antifona de entrada a la misa del domingo, que
también se repite en la segunda lectura de hoy de la carta de Pablo a los Filipenses. Algunas personas
celebran este domingo encendiendo una vela rosa en lugar de una violeta en su corona de Adviento. Es
un recordatorio de que la temporada de Adviento es una temporada de alegria porque nuestra salvacion
ya esta cerca.
