
 

 

 

Seventh Sunday of Easter, May 17, 2026 
 “He was lifted up, and a cloud took him from their sight” 

Today’s Gospel comes from the conclusion of the Gospel of Matthew. The eleven disciples go to a mountain in Galilee as 
Jesus had instructed through Mary Magdalene and the other Mary. When they see Jesus, they both worship and doubt. Jesus 
then commissions them to “make disciples of all nations” by baptizing and teaching. Earlier, the apostles were sent only to 
the House of Israel, but now their mission is extended to all people. 

Jesus tells them to baptize in the name of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, one of the clearest Scriptural references 
to the Trinity in baptism. 

Matthew’s Gospel ends with the beginning of the Church’s mission: the disciples are sent to continue Jesus’ work of teaching 
and bringing others into the community through baptism. The Gospel closes with Jesus’ promise to remain Emmanuel, “God 
with us,” forever. 

VII Domingo de Pascua— 
La Ascensión del Señor 

 
“Se fue elevando a la vista de 
ellos, hasta que una nube lo 

ocultó a sus ojos” 
El Evangelio de hoy proviene de la conclusión del Evangelio 
de Mateo. Los once discípulos van a una montaña en Galilea, 
tal como Jesús les había indicado por medio de María 
Magdalena y la otra María. Cuando ven a Jesús, al mismo 
tiempo lo adoran y dudan. Entonces Jesús les encomienda la 
misión de “hacer discípulos de todas las naciones” por medio 
del bautismo y la enseñanza. Antes, los apóstoles habían sido 

enviados solamente a la casa de Israel, pero ahora su misión se extiende a todos los pueblos. Jesús les dice que bauticen en 
el nombre del Padre, del Hijo y del Espíritu Santo, una de las referencias más claras en la Escritura sobre la Trinidad en el 
bautismo. 

El Evangelio de Mateo termina con el inicio de la misión de la Iglesia: los discípulos son enviados a continuar la obra de 
Jesús de enseñar e incorporar a otros a la comunidad por medio del bautismo. El Evangelio concluye con la promesa de 
Jesús de permanecer como Emanuel, “Dios con nosotros”, para siempre. 
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“Blessed are those who mourn for they shall be comforted.”

The Bereavement Ministry at Our Lady of Mount Carmel supports parishioners who are grieving the loss of a 
loved one, offering compassionate care and practical help during a 
difficult time. 

Founded in 2017 by Fr. Dennis Gallo, the ministry was developed by 
Trudy Dowd, a retired Marriage and Family Therapist with hospice 
experience, and is served by Patti McAleer, a retired nurse. 

Volunteers receive six hours of training, and the ministry helps families 
plan funeral Masses and memorials, then continues support through calls, 
visits, cards, grief resources, and memorial Masses. 

It also offers seasonal gatherings for those who are grieving and shares 
information about local grief groups and professional resources in the 
Monterey area.

Los voluntarios reciben seis horas de formación, y el ministerio ayuda a 
las familias a planificar misas fúnebres y memoriales, y luego continúa el 

apoyo mediante llamadas, visitas, tarjetas, recursos para el duelo y misas conmemorativas. 

También ofrece reuniones estacionales para quienes están de duelo y 
comparte información sobre grupos locales de apoyo al duelo y 
recursos profesionales en el área de Monterey.
